Musical life in St Andrews is hugely enriched by the work of the internationally
renowned musicians who visit us on a regular basis either as Honorary Professors or
as part of our ensembles in residence. This semester’s events feature those musicians
working alongside our students in numerous different ways, as collaborators, mentors,
teachers, directors and chamber music partners. On 4 February our Honorary Professor
of Strings, Lucy Russell, leads the St Andrews Chamber Orchestra for the first time;

we will benefit from her expertise in historically informed performance and that of
her Fitzwilliam colleagues as they join us for a programme of Mozart, Villa-Lobos and
Vivaldi. On 17 February our Honorary Professor of Woodwind, Maximiliano Martin,
well known to St Andrews audiences through his role as Principal Clarinet of the SCO,
joins some of our most talented students for a chamber programme. March sees the
welcome return of our New Music Week, to which we are delighted to welcome our
newly appointed Honorary Professor of Composition, Piers Hellawell. And in June our
Bunyan-Craig Visiting Fellow in Singing, Lucy Schaufer, directs Byre Opera as it makes
its first foray into musical theatre with a production of Stephen Sondheim’s Side by
Side in the Byre. We hope that you will find much to enjoy in these pages and we look
forward to seeing you at the Laidlaw Music Centre soon.
